In an attempt to try another route, we are going to

convert a C code implementation of the EKV model into verilog; Gus and I

split up the code and I began converting it before the meeting on

Wednesday.  After discussing our plan with Prof. Shi, we were advised to

wait until after he reviewed the C code before we continued the

conversion.

Current Work:

Began converting C code into verilog; completed model constants (~2

pages).  Waiting on feedback from Prof. Shi.

Completed Work:

Looked for Verilog to C converter for ekv model implemented in c; found a

product by Synopsis (http://www.synopsys.com/C-level.html).  There is no

free/eval version and actually very little information available from the

site.
